CANCELLED SAILINGS OF THE M.V. CABO STAR

The A.P.T. James is scheduled to sail at 3:00 p.m. today from Trinidad and 10:30 a.m. from 

Tobago on Wednesday 8th October 2025.   Trucks with maximum gross weight of 7,000kg will 

be accommodated on these sailings for the transportation of perishable goods.
